This scheme is available to both Members of The Physiological Society and non-members. Each application can apply for a maximum of £5000 in the pilot scheme. A total of £5000 is available in the first round of funding. The maximum will only be awarded to a single project if a very strong application is made.
Eligibility

Applicants should refer to the eligibility guidelines [link] and deadlines as outlined on the public engagement grants pages. 

Conditions

In submitting your application, you are agreeing to the Terms and Conditions as outlined below.

Submitting your application.

Applications must be submitted by the deadlines outlined on the Public Engagement Grants page. Retrospective applications will not be considered.

Successful applications:
If your application for funding is successful, funds awarded must be used solely for the purposes outlined in your application.

If you secure additional funding which, together with an award made by The Society, totals more than the amount you require in order to run the project as outlined in your application, you are asked to return the balance.

Please keep proof of payments associated with this grant for a period of three months following the completion of the project and on request, provide us with such information.

If you do not comply with the terms and conditions set out here, or if the grant is not used for the purpose with which it is given, the funds will be repayable at The Society's discretion.

Application Documents

As part of your application, you can provide a 500-word description of the project for which you are seeking funding and up to three supporting documents. These could include an evaluation of a previous activity or project that your application is based on.
